The Nordic Walking Trail starts at the Rosenalmbahn/Zillertal Arena top station, at 1.744 m, and
leads to Simon's Bergstadl and to the Kreuzjochhtte at 1.905 m, where you can enjoy the
sweeping panorama of the Alps and strengthen yourself with food and drink (round trip: 5,4 km). A
Power Trail leads on a winding road up to 2.065 m to the panoramic place (round trip: 2,6 km,
altitude: 160 m). The panels, designed in the form of oversized Nordic Walking sticks show the
correct warm-up, technique, relaxation exercises, and much more!
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
